	Through Curriculum Maestro activities and daily classroom activities the children will be taught to Safely use and explore a variety of materials, tools and techniques, experimenting with colour, design, texture, form and function.
	Begin to show accuracy and care when drawing. Different types of line include thick, thin, straight
Use recycled materials to make models and evaluate their work and say how they could improve it.

	Music -  Sparkyard
Autumn term
My Musical Classroom.
The children will learn simple welcome songs and have fun working as a class to create simple actions to accompany songs and nursery rhymes. They will learn to follow musical instructions and explore creative movement – jumping like a jack-in-the-box or dancing like a rock ’n’ roll teddy bear! Active listening activities are used throughout the term and the children will experience a range of music from West African dance to the sound of Norwegian ice instruments! As the term progresses, they will learn to recognize simple classroom percussion instruments and compare their sounds. They will compose simple sound sequences and represent them using objects and pictures. To round the term off, why not ‘take a song for a walk’ by singing a song to different people and in different places in the school? 
	Using props and materials for storytelling






	Physical Development
	Hold a pencil effectively in preparation for fluent writing – using the tripod grip in almost all cases. Mark making in sand/foam etc to draw lines and shapes using tools /sticks

Children who are still struggling with pencil and scissor control will have early morning work to improve fine motor skills e.g letter formation practice with whiteboards, threading, playdough manipulation, peg boards, tracing etc
	Use a range of small tools, including scissors, paint brushes. Using knives and other cutlery to peel and chop fruit make fruit kebabs. Playing in the home corner, eating lunch.
Cutting, tearing, folding paper/card to make cards and other craft activities. 
	Move energetically, such as running, jumping, dancing, hopping, skipping and climbing, using outdoor area and continuous provision sports equipment daily
Learning to pat, throw, kick, pass, aim, bat and catch different sized balls with increasing control.
Using Healthy Movers activities
	Demonstrate strength, balance and coordination when playing with the equipment in the outside area.
Use fine motor skills to build/join pieces together when using the construction kits.
Using Healthy Movers activities and outside activity cards.

	Handwriting for Autumn term:
Chn will be taught letter formation of the RWI set 1 sounds as they are taught. Each sound comes i=with a little phrase to help the children remember how to form each letter. 

They will also be taught how to write their own names with correct letter formation for those who can not yet do this.



There are no class texts as such as we use texts linked to the Maths learning, books that relate to the topic, Jane Considine texts and books that the children choose.
