	Learning Sequence 10
Regrouping the whole.
Developing a deeper understanding that numbers are made up of other numbers and beginning to rehearse number bonds.

Learning sequence 11
Regrouping parts to find the total (the whole)
Combining parts to make a whole and using the part, whole model to develop an understanding of addition.
	Learning sequence 12
Finding the whole and missing parts.
Explores what to do when something is missing; initially the whole but moving on to working out a missing part. Different types of problems will be used to teach different strategies.

Learning sequence 13
Ten and some more
Understanding values to 20 (focusing on the numbers 10 – 20) by creating the unit of 10, for comparison and finding one more and one less than a number

Doubling and halving
Exploring doubling and halving, including solving problems involving doubling and halving.

Learning sequence 15
Odd and Even
Understanding that numbers are either odd or even, looking at their ‘composition’ and whether they share fairly into two groups

Learning sequence 16
Counting beyond 20

	Through Curriculum Maestro activities and daily classroom activities the children will be taught to Safely use and explore a variety of materials, tools and techniques, experimenting with colour, design, texture, form and function. They will use these skills to make ice lollies and to experiment with crushed ice and food colouring.

Music – Listen to music such as  Yellow River Piano Concerto, inspired by Xian Xinghai, Water Music, by Handel and Reflections in the Water, by Debussy.
Music will be taught alongside our topics e.g using musical instruments, what they are called and how to play them, songs that relate to the topic, how to change pitch, the beat, and how to conduct music to play more quietly, loudly, faster, slower, etc
Sparkyard will be used where possible.

	Physical Development

Chn will be having PE lessons using the PE Hub planning and Chance to shine activities.
	Hold a pencil effectively in preparation for fluent writing – using the tripod grip in almost all cases. Mark making in sand/foam etc to draw lines and shapes using tools /sticks

Children who are still struggling with pencil and scissor control will have early morning work to improve fine motor skills e.g letter formation practice with whiteboards, threading, playdough manipulation, peg boards, tracing etc

	Use a range of small tools, including scissors, paint brushes to make boats. Playing in the home corner, eating lunch.
Cutting, tearing, folding paper/card to make cards and other craft activities. 

Using pipettes to fill small spaces and holes with water.

Pouring water from one container to another using jugs, tubes etc.

Water painting with buckets of water and paintbrushes
	Move energetically, such as running, jumping, dancing, hopping, skipping and climbing, using outdoor area and continuous provision sports equipment daily
Learning to pat, throw, kick, pass, aim, bat and catch different sized balls with increasing control.
Using Healthy Movers activities
	Demonstrate strength, balance and coordination when playing with the equipment in the outside area.
Use fine motor skills to build/join pieces together when using the construction kits and making models and objects for topic e.g boats, light houses
Using Healthy Movers activities and outside activity cards.

	Handwriting for Summer term:
Chn will be taught letter formation of the RWI set 2 sounds as they are taught. We will continue to develop letter formation and will continue to focus on  sitting writing on the lines and the position of descenders and ascenders in relation to the line. The children will be encouraged to ensure their writing is of a uniform size but that ascenders and capital letters are taller.  Chn will start to learn how to form capital letters especially when they are completely different to the lower case letter e.g   a A, b B, d D,   g G,   h H,  q Q, r R,  t T, 

They will also be taught how to write their surnames.



There are no class texts as such as we use the White Rose texts, books that relate to the topic, Jane Considine texts and books that the children choose.
